1. Why did the Nguni –Tsonogo migrate into South Africa?	(12mrks)
a) It was one of the Bantu groups that migrated to South Africa
b) They are widely thought to have entered after the Sotho Twana i.e. they were third.
c) They mostly settled in the southern part of South Africa.
d) They left South of the great lakes region thousands of years ago and headed to South Africa.
e) They took the eastern direction near the coastline until they reached South Africa.
f) They poured into Zululand and Natal to the boarder of the eastern Cape colony 
g) By the 18th century the Nguni had formed different groups like Xhosa, Thembu, Pondo, Zulu, Mihtelhwa, Ngwane, Swazi etc.
h) Reasons for the migration and settlement was not clear/debatable issue among the historians.
i) They migrated because of love for adventure/band wagonism/peer influence
j) They were faced by misfortunes believed to be sent by bad spirits.
k) They lacked enough land for their animals. Lack of enough grazing land
l) They migrated looking for fertile soils for agriculture
m) They migrated due to natural calamities like floods, earthquakes etc.
n) Drought in their home land also forced them to migrate
o) They also migrated because of famine 
p) They had poor leadership, which led to their migration.
q) They had internal conflicts among the various Bantu groups
r) They had a desire to export their iron working culture
s) External threats from the Luo also forced the Nguni –Tsongo to migrate.
t) Diseases especially human disease like malaria, sleeping sickness etc. forced them to migrate
u) They also migrated due to animal diseases e.g. Nagana that affected their animals.
v) Population pressure , as Congo became very small for them
w) They wanted pastures and water for their animals
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b) What were the consequences of their settlement in South Africa? (12mrks)
a) They intermarried especially with the Khoi-khoi producing new tribes like the Thembu
b) The Khoikhoi copied the art of iron smelting from the Bantu.
c) This resulted into the production of strong spears dropping the weak ones made out of stones and bones.
d) The Khoisan lost their independence
e) The khoi khoi leaders lost much of their political power
f) The khoi khoi leaders lost the strong political organization of the Bantu.
g) South African people (Khoisan) traded with the Bantu.
h) The Khoisan lost their cultures and was isolated/absorbed by the Bantu.
i) The Khoisans were pushed into Kalahari Desert where conditions were harsh.
j) The Bantu raided the Khoisan leading to poverty
k) The Khoisan were defeated and conquered by the Bantu.
l) The khoi-khoi lost their cattle to the Bantu.
m) The Khoi- khoi learnt agriculture and lived a settled life
n) New crops were introduced in South Africa by the Bantu e.g. Millet, beans etc.
o) South African people (Khoisan) started carrying out trade with the Bantu.
p) The Khoisans were enslaved by the Bantu.
q) This increased misery and suffering on the side of the Bantu.
r) The Bantu invasion created insecurity/political instabilities in South Africa.
s) This resulted into the destruction of political, social and economic organization of the Khoisan.
t) Many Khoisans lost their lives during the wars between them and the Bantu.
u) As a result of wars, depopulation occurred in South Africa.
v) In conclusion the consequences of the Bantu settlement in South Africa were both positive and negative/ long term and short term / political, social and economic as explained above
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2. (a) Explain the causes of the Xhosa – Boer wars between 1800 and 1857.  (13 mrks)
a) These were kaffir wars/wars of the Bantu/wars of dispossession/wars of the eastern frontiers/ wars between the Xhosa and the Boers
b) They were fought between the Xhosa and the Boers and later the British.
c) The Xhosa were led by Tyali, Gaika, Mlangeni, Rarabe, Macoma and the Boers were led by Sir, Benjamin Durban.
d) The causes of these wars were political, social and economic in nature 
e) Tentional expansion of both the Boers and the Xhosa
f) The Boers expanded north wards and east wards while the Xhosa expanded southwards and west wards.
g) The two met at Fish River and fighting started.
h) Lack of clear boundaries between the Xhosa and the Boers.
i) The Boers lived in isolated forms thus giving the Xhosa an opportunity to attack them.
j) They both conflicted over land ownership.  The Xhosa owned land communally and were against the Boer plan of fencing their land
k) Africans/Xhosa were encouraged by their leaders/chiefs to fight against the Boers e.g. Tyali, Gaika etc.
l) Khosa expansion into the Boer land caused the Kaffir wars.
m) Grabbing of the Xhosa women by the Boer and marrying them forcefully was hated  by the African
n) Racial prejudice/segregation of the Boers was hated by the Africans.
o) The need for water and pastures for the animals by both.
p) The Xhosa hated the spreading of Christianity by the Boers
q) Both were farmers who needed more land for agriculture.
r) Both fought for fertile soils around the fish river.
s) Presence of African traitors for example chief Gaika,
t) Rise of African diviners e.g. Milanfeni i.e. “African would be drowned into the sea by the Boers”
u) Drought also caused Kaffir wars
v) Famine hit both groups made the two raid each other’s cattle.
w) Boers enslaved the Xhosa and mistreated them
x) The long standing enmity and hatred between the Boer and the Xhosa.
y) The Xhosa were skillful fighters (warriors) and were used of fighting
z) The Boers forced the Xhosa to adopt their culture against their will
aa) The increased population in both sides created a desire for more land
ab) The entry of the British worsened the situation
ac) The possession of guns by both sides encouraged them to fight each other.
ad) A rumour that a Xhosa chief had stolen an axe from the Boers hence a need to punish him for the anti-social behaviours.
ae) Dis respect of the African cultures by the Boers.
af) Dis unity among the Africans
ag) Enslavement of the Xhosa by the Boers on their farms and poor pay was hated by the Xhosa
ah) Slaves were half starved and yet over worked by the whites,
ai) Boers mistreated Africans and this caused Kaffir wars.
aj) Lack of respect for the African traditional leaders by the Boers
ak) Rise of African nationalism and desire to preserve their independence.
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b) How did these wars affected the peoples of South Africa?	(12 mrks)
a) Over20000 people in South Africa were left dead
b) Depopulation occurred due to heavy loss of lives.
c) Some Africans lost their identity and became labourers on the white farms
d) Africans lost their customary land to the whites
e) Africans were displaced to the neighborhood
f) Xhosa/African chiefs lost their authority and were no longer being recognized.
g) African traditional ways of life were destroyed.
h) Xhosa economy was destroyed by European colonialism
i) Africans had to rely on the Whiteman for survival.
j) Africans were given low wages.
k) Xhosa suffered from poverty
l) It led to the great Trek especially when queen Adelaide Provence was returned to the Xhosa by the British.
m) Xhosa became British citizens by law.
n) It strengthened racist attitudes the Boers had on the Africans/ natives
o) Xhosa lived in constant fear of the Boers and developed inferiority complex
p) Increased African misery and sufferings.
q) Africans got enslaved/African enslavement worsened
r) Africans lost confidence in their traditional beliefs.
s) Xhosa were politically and economically weakened by the whites.
t) It led to increased racism in the interior/birth of apartheid in the interior.
u) Boers became suspicious of the British
v) There was forced marriages between the Boers and the Xhosa
w) Even some Xhosa women were raped by the Boers
x) The intermarriages resulted into the birth of coloured/the coloured race in the interior.
y) Spread of European diseases to the Africans e.g. Syphilis, venereal diseases etc.
z) Some missionaries built stations for the Xhosa as liberating homes.
aa) Christianity as a foreign religion was spread into the interior.
ab) Africans lost their cultures to the whites.
ac) Introduction of new crops in the interior by the Boers.
ad) The Boers set up infrastructure e.g. roads in the interior
ae) Africans became very poor/poverty among Africans increased
af) Development of commercial farming in the interior
ag) The effects of the Kaffir wars were both positive and negative/ short term and long term/political, social and economic in nature as explained above.

3. (a) Describe the organization of the Basuto during the 19th Century? (10mrks)
a) The Basuto nation was established by Moshoeshoe who ruled from 1815 – 1870.
b) It was established during mfecane period as a defensive state.
c) The state is found in today’s Lesotho
d) It was formally   inhabited by some Nguni speakers known as the Puthi speaking people.
e)  It was also occupied by the Bush men; other inhabitants occupied the caves in the hilly areas.
f) The state was first established at Buth Buthe in the north east of Lesotho around 1815 by Moshesh
g) The Tlokwa and Matantees attacks forced the nation to relocate to Thaba Busiu in the west of the kingdom 50miles from Butha buthe.
h) By the 19th century the Basuto nation was organized politically, socially and economically.
i) The state was headed by a king and the post was hereditary.
j) It was founded by Moshesh, who provided strong personality and leadership to the state.
k) It was made up of a loose confederation of semi-independent chiefdoms
l) Each chiefdom retained its own local leaders.
m) Moshesh got tributes from the conquered states.
n) He sometimes posted family members to spy on conquered chiefs.
o) Age regiments were called upon for defense but the Basuto had no centralized standing army.
p) The Pitso or general assembly discussed major Issues.
q) The Pitso checked the powers of the chief and prevented dictatorship
r) All adult males were free to attend the Pitso meetings/general assembly
s) Political unity and sense of nationalism, were encouraged
t) Moshesh used peace as an instrument for easy administration
u) He sent gifts to powerful leaders e.g. shaka of Zulu nation.
v) The king was the religious leader in the kingdom.
w) He possessed both judicial and religious powers and settled civil matters
x) The Basuto had a mixed economy i.e. they grew food and raised animals.
y) The land belonged to the community but the king was the custodian
z) Basuto traded with the Europeans
aa) Basuto kingdom had a diverse culture
ab) Sotho were organized in clans.
ac) Sotho had initiation ceremonies.	
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b) Explain the contribution of Moshesh to Basuto land between 1820 and 1870.										(15mrks)
a) The Basuto nation was established by Moshesh who ruled from 1815 – 1870.
b) He was born around 1786 to Mokachane a minor chief of Kwena.
c) He belonged to the Makoteli clan 
d) He came to prominence during the period of Mfecane when he gained fame as a notorious cattle raider.
e) He grew up with exceptional qualities hence making him a candidate for future leadership.
f) His name meant the sharer because he used to share captured cows.
g) He grew up under the wise guidance of Mtoloni
h) By 1815, he had started building the Basuto nation.
i) The state is found in today’s Lesotho
j) He established his state first at Buth Buthe in the north east of Lesotho in 1815
k) The Tioka and Matantees attack forced the nation to be re located to Thaba Busiu.
l) Mosesh convinced the most powerful Pulhi leader Morosi to become a loyal vessel of the Basuto under Moshesh
m) Moshesh placed his headquarters in different parts of his kingdom for easy administration.
n) He defeated a combined force of Tlokwa’s chief Sekonyera and Gert Taaibosch of the Korana
o) He used peace, patience and understanding to unite various tribes into one strong nation
p) He cooperated with all refugees and welcomed them by giving them land and cows.
q) He also expanded the Basuto nation especially after moving to Thaba Busiu.
r) He protected the independence of the Basuto
s) He created unity among very many tribes something that survived even after his death.
t) He created peace with no major revolt in a multi tribal nation for over 40 years.
u) He built a strong army for the Basuto nation.
v) He equipped his army with guns and horses for defense.
w) He created a nation with one language and culture
x) He prevented the Boers and the British from over running the Basuto nation.
y) Moshesh was the greatest African leader of the 9th century.
z) He encouraged trade with the British
aa) He restored law and order in the state that had been known fordisorder
ab) He constructed a safe capital at Thaba Busiu
ac) He allowed the missionaries into his kingdom to civilize his people
ad) He encouraged many exiles to return back home especially from the cape colony.
ae) He obtained advice from the parish evangelical mission and the westey
af) He used marriage alliance to provide unity in the nation
ag) He ably repulsed Boer attacks by 1836
ah) In 1870 Moshesh died as a happy man having saved the Basuto nation from being swallowed by the Boers.

a) Shaka was born exactly in 1783.
b) He was a son of a minor chief of the Zulu called Senzangakona and his mother was Nandi.
c) Shaka was born un wanted because he was born before his father could get circumcised.
d) Shaka had a distinguished career i.e. the early military experience he acquired from Dingiswayo.
e) After the death of his father, he killed Segujana and declared himself the leader of the Zulu.
f) As a leader of the Zulu, Shaka introduced political, social and economic reforms that transformed the Zulu nation and these included.
g) He introduced a standing army in the Zulu kingdom
h) He abolished the traditional long throwing spears and replaced them with short stubbing spears “Assegai”
i) Shaka introduced the concept of total warfare surprise attack
j) He made fighting more ruthless and ensured that warriors were not always left in a peace moment
k) Introduced a big shield/ shields to replace that of Digiswayo.
l) His soldiers were made to fight bare footed.
m) He maintained a high degree of discipline among his army
n) His soldiers underwent hard/strenuous training and drills to master new methods /skills of fighting.
o) Warriors were not allowed to marry until they are40 years old
p) Shaka formed a reserve army so that the kingdom would be strong all the time
q) The conquered people were absorbed into the Zulu culture/society 
r) He transformed age regiments into Military   regiments
s)  That is Bulawayo, Nabanda, Dinkhnza, Mberembere, Isikebele (any 2)
t) Each regiment was under a military commander called Induna.
u) Indunas were appointed on merit by Shaka from common families.
v) Indunas had a number of junior officers under them
w) Young boys looked after the cattle and worked as weapon carriers for worriers.
x) Conquered girls and women worked in the fields of agriculture to increase food production
y) He rewarded soldiers for good performance.
z) Shaka used religion as an instrument of nation building.
aa) He made himself the chief priest while other religious leaders were persecuted.
ab) Shaka also abolished elder councils
ac) He also abolished all the useless social ceremonies
ad) He never allowed his Indunas to hold any public meeting without his permission.
ae) Conquered chiefs were replaced by his own nominees/chiefs
af) Shaka employed women regiments to work as his spies in every barracks,
ag) He centralized wealth, cattle was regarded as state property.
ah) Shaka always carried out expansion wars especially against Zwidle, Ngetu and Ngwane.
ai) Established one language
aj) Shaka used  pincer movement/cow horn tactics of fighting
ak) Demanded tributes from neighbouring societies
al) Centralized trade and food distribution in his kingdom.
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b) Explain the challenges faced by the Zulu kingdom between 1818 and 1884 	(12mrks)
a) Shaka’s brutality forced many able leaders to flee away e.g. Mzilikazi thus weakening of the kingdom militarily.
b) Shaka’s style of leadership made the kingdom to lack the cultural unity
c) Suffering and misery of the Zulu people after the death of Nandi
d) The death of Shaka in 1827, the greatest pillar of the nation.
e) Power struggles between Dingane, his brothers and chief Induna
f) Dingane and Mpande ignored military regiments thus weakening the kingdom further.
g) The neighbouring Zulu states copied the Zulu styles of fighting which they used against Zulu
h) European imperialism increased during the reign of Dingane.
i) The conquered states started demanding their independence.
j) Constant migration of the youth out of  the Zulu kingdom due to the discovery of minerals
k) Poor relationship between the Zulu national and the neighbouring Zulu states e.g. Swazi.
l) The coming of the British during the scramble and partition was a challenge
m) Shaka denied people sex, milk and happiness for a year and killed 2000 people as part of mourning
n) The Mfecane created depopulation within Zulu state.
o) Exhaustion of the Zulu army
p) The civil wars after Shaka weakened the state further.
q) Boer Trekkers caused chaos in the  zulu kingdom
r) The Anglo Zulu wars of 1879 i.e. Isandiwana and Ulundi
s) Loss of Zulu wars
t) The Zulu leaders e.g. Gatewayo were sent into exile
u) The Zulu were defeated at the battle of the blood  river
v) In conclusion the challenges faced by the Zulu nation were long term and short term/ political, social and economic in nature.

a) Missionaries were a group of foreigners who came to South Africa to spread the word of God/Christianity.
b) They included Dr. John Phillip, Vander Kemp and Robert Moffat.
c) They came in different societies such as London missionary society under Moffat, the parish evangelical mission and Morovian missionaries, London missionary society and Dutch Reformed church.
d) They operated in different areas e.g. the L.M.S among Xhosa and Khoi- Khoi, Morovian among the Khoi -Khoi etc.
e) The DRC operated among the Dutch settlers.
f) They came from European countries like, Germany, Britain, etc.
g) Missionaries had political, economic, social , religious and humanitarian reasons for coming to South Africa
h) They came as the products of industrial revolutions in Europe and therefore they were looking for market for the industrial; manufactured goods.
i) Wanted raw materials which were needed to feed their industries in Europe
j) They came as fore runners of colonialists 
k) Wanted to spread the word of God/Christianity
l) They came for evangelical mission i.e. to educate African people
m) They had love for adventure
n) They came to stamp out slave trade.
o) They came to trade
p) They were inspired by the reports of the European explorers, travellers and the chartered companies.
q)  Some wanted employment opportunities in Africa
r) Wanted areas in South Africa where they could invest their surplus capital accumulated from their home countries
s) Wanted areas for settlement due to high population in their home countries.
t) Wanted fertile soil and good climate for conducting agriculture.
u) They came to treat African people from various diseases.
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b) How did their activities affect the people of South Africa?     (12mrks)
a) Many Africans were converted to Christianity because of the Missionary work.
b) Their activities divided Africans that is the coverts and non-converts, educated and non-educated.
c) These divisions undermined African struggles for independence.
d) For instance in the Anglo Zulu wars some Africans were not ready to participate because they were Christians and did not want to fight fellow Christians (the British)
e) African culture lost meaning as missionaries condemned it in their preaching e.g. polygamy, superstition etc.
f) As a result of missionary education. Many Bantu languages were put into writings.
g) Africans traditional religion was undermined and it lost value as missionaries preached against it
h) Africans lost their independence because missionaries softened their hearts for colonialism
i) Africans adopted the European cultures for the Missionaries i.e. dressing, eating, language and marriage this decline of traditional cultures.
j) Their activities forced Africans to start their own churches i.e. the black African independent churched.
k) These African independent churched  led to the growth of African nationalism
l) Missionary activities led to the loss of loyalty among Africans towards their kings.
m) Africans were set free from slavery because missionaries condemned it
n) Africans were able to take their cruel/harsh master to courts due to influence of missionaries,
o) African rights especially civil rights which were formally abused by the Boers were restored.
p) They also improved agricultural production due to introduction of new methods of farming.
q) Missionaries helped the Xhosa to get back their land once grabbed by the Boers
r)  Africans enjoyed better life due to improved transport and communication systems set up by the missionaries,
s) Many Africans acquired skills e.g. brick laying, carpentry introduced by missionaries.
t) Many missionary groups except the Dutch Reformed Church discouraged racial discrimination
u) The Dutch became more arrogant because they were supported by the Dutch Reformed church.
v) Intermarriages between the missionaries and Africans occurred thus encouraging mixed marriages and mixed races e.g. Dr. Philippe.
w) Their activities worsened the Anglo Boer relations because they criticized Boer racism
x) In conclusion, missionary activities affected the people of South African both positively and negatively/politically, socially and economically.
6.(a) what led to the British occupation of the orange free state in 1848?	(13mrks)
a) Orange Free State was at first called Win berg.
b) It was formed by the Boer Trekkers after the battle of Veg Kop of 836.
c) The Trekkers who formed this republic were Potgietter, Maritz and Celliers
d) It was established between rivers Orange and Vaal
e) In 1848 it was annexed by Sir Harry Smith the British Cape governor and it was renamed the Orange River sovereignty.
f) It was annexed by the British because of the following reasons.
g) The meeting between Sir, Harry Smith the British Cape governor, the Boers and then Moshesh led to the annexation of the Orange Free State.
h) The Boer –Basuto conflicts had proved hard to be stopped hence permitting the British to annex the area.
i) The Basuto who were weakened by the Boers also supported the British annexation of the Orange Free State.
j) The Boers also supported the British annexation of the area with a hope that the  British would allow them to grab more African land
k) The failure of Napier to create lasting peace in the area also forced the British to annex the Orange Free State.
l) Desire by the British to protect their African allies’ e.g. Chief Moroka.
m) King Moshesh of Basuto requested and pleaded for the British annexation of the area.
n) The inability and weakness of the Boer leaders e.g. Pretorius to resist the British annexation.
o) The British still regarded the Boers as their subjects and they had to follow them in the interior.
p) The British policy of following the Boers in order to control and dominate them
q) The British feared that the increased Boer nationalism led by  Pretorius would attack the from the north  hence the annexation of the republic
r) Increased European/ British imperialism and the desire to control the whole interior of South Africa
s) Having occupied Natal by 1843, the British used it as a base to extend their influence even in the Orange Free State.
t) The Basuto-Boer wars was a threat to the cape security
u) Desire to end the Boer mistreatment of Africans by the British Missionaries
v) Failure of the land boundaries between the Boers and the Basuto especially on orange and Vaal rivers
w) Dis unity among the Boers encouraged the British occupation
x) They wanted to prevent serious outbreak of a war between the Basuto and Boers.
y) Desire to control migrant Boers so as to discourage further Boer migration.
z) Desire to establish strong, stable and effective government in the area.
aa) Also to discourage the Boer act of enslaving Africans
ab) The British expected mineral in the Orange Free State.
ac) The scattered Boer population encouraged the British occupation

a) Orange River colony was made part of the British colony
b) The Boers lost their independence to the British
c) It increased hatred between the British and the Boers
d) It sparked off resistance from a section of Boers who were not happy with the occupation 
e) Pretorius and his rebellious followers were defeated by the British at Boom plaats
f) Many Boers left orange river colony and settled in Trans Vaal
g) It led to the formation of splinter Boer Republic like Lydenberg, zoutpansberg and Utrechi
h) Boers lost the land to the British occupants.
i) Increased Boer nationalism and desire for self-rule
j) Laid a fertile ground for the future Anglo Boer wars.
k) It laid ground for the future federation of South Africa.
l) British administration was extended into new settlements
m) A big part of south Africa was put under British control
n) British officials e.g. Major Warden lost his office and was replaced by Green as a resident officer of Bloemfontein
o) It led to the sending of Sir George Clerk from London as a special officer to settle the affair.
p) Led the signing of 1854  Bloemfontein treaty between the Boers and the British 
q) White population increased in the interior
r) In 1852 Boers demanded for their independence
s) In 1854 they were granted self-rule
t) Josious Hoof man as the first president of orange free state
u) Boers became militarily stronger after being granted self-rule.
v) In conclusion, the annexation affected the Boers both positively and negatively/ had political, social and economic effects on the Boers.
7. (a)  Explain the causes of the 1880 to  1881 war of guns	(13 mrks)
a) The Basuto rebelled against the British between 1880 to 1881
b) The rebellion/war was between the Basuto and the British
c) It was called the war of the guns/ Anglo Basuto war/the Basotho Resistance/ war of dis armament.
d) It was fought between the Basuto and the British cape government under Sir. John Gordon Sprigg.
e) The war started by chief Moroosi and later Lerothodi and Letsie
f) It was fought in two phases i.e. the first phase between 1878 – 1879 under chief Moroosi of the Puthi, the second phase between 1880- 1881 under Lerothodi
g) The causes were long term and short term/ political, social and economic in nature.
h) The arrest and imprisonment of an African chief by the British administration for stealing a horse.
i) The peace preservation act of 1878 also led the war.
j) Refusal of the Basuto to surrender their guns as requested by the British government.
k) The killing of chief Moroosi and his son for disarmament 
l) The early victory of the Basuto also gave them morale to fight.
m) Long term enemity, hatred and suspicion between the Africans and whites.
n) Basuto hated foreign rule
o) Harsh and brutal rule of the white was hated by the Africans
p) Dis respected of African leaders was also hated by the Africans
q) The appointment of Mr. Hope Hamilton as a chief magistrate was hated by Africans
r) The white magistrate Mr. Hope never respected the customary laws of the Basuto 
s) The rise of British imperialism and a desire  to colonise Africans,
t) Basuto hated forced labour subjected to them on the white farms
u) No or little pay/wages given to the Africans caused resentments
v) The increment of hut tax on the Basuto annoyed them
w) The death of Moshesh a diplomat who knew how to deal with the whites peacefully.
x) Abuse of African cultures/customary laws annoyed the Basuto
y) The Basuto chiefs never wanted to lose their traditional authority and power
z) Desire by the Basuto to protect their independence
aa) The Basuto were forced to work under poor conditions
ab) Basuto culture was threatened by increasing missionary and British influence
ac) The growth of African nationalism/ Basuto nationalism,
ad) The ruthless crushing of the Pulti rebellion worried the Basuto
ae) The Basuto blemed the high level of poverty on the whites.

8. ( a) Stephen Bantu Biko 				(13mrks)
a) Steve Bantu Biko was born on the 18th December 1946 in King William’s Town of South Africa.
b) His father Mzimgayi Biko was a clerk and his mother a maid.
c) He had his primary school education in King William ston.
d) He attended secondary education at Marian hill secondary school a liberal catholic school in Natal
e) He founded the black section of Midreal school of the University of Natal in 1966.
f) It was from here that Steve Biko started his politcal activity.
g) He and his colleagues founded the South African student’s organization in 1968.
h) He got involved in the activities of a multi-racial organization called National Union of South African students.
i) While in Natal he questioned the apartheid system (and the general).
j) He involved himself in the daily struggles together with the blacks against apartheid.
k) He set up the Zimele Trust fund which was to rescue political prisoners.
l) In 1972 he was expelled from the university because of his involvement in anti-apartheid activities.
m) Consequently Bika was one of the founders of the black conscious movement (BCM) in the late 1960.
n) He recruited many students into B.C.M leading to many demonstrations in schools.
o) By 1976 such student demonstrations had led to the some death of some children
p) He became the founder and the first president of the black South African student’s organization.
q) The aim of the organization was to raise the African consciousness.
r) He promoted solidarity among the Africans to break the chains of opposition of whites.
s) He believed that apartheid had psychological effects on the black African population and must be eliminated
t) He became the first president of the national association of youth organization.
u) This partly helped in promoting togetherness among the youth against racism of the whites
v) He was a great de-campaigner against the introduction of Afrikaans the Soweto schools.
w) By 1973 Biko had been banned from many public activities.
x) He was arrested several times because of his anti-apartheid mind set.
y) He was imprisoned by a white policeman who severely beat him up while in their custody.
z) This resulted in bady injuries that led to his death.
aa) Before death, he was starved and brutally treated inside the police cell.
ab) On the 12/Sep/1977 Biko died of brain damage but the South African government denied causing his death.
ac) The international community protested his death.
ad) After 1990 the case was effected and five policemen were found guilty of killing.
ae) They pleaded guilty and applied for mercy and they were forgiven.

b) Pixley-ka-ISaka Seme 		(12 mrks)
a) He was born on 1, October 1881 in Natal South Africa.
b) He was a son of Isaka Seme Sissonka a transport rider and Sarah.
c) He was one of the first black lawyers in South African.
d) He was also a journalist.
e) He obtained his primary education at the local mission school in Natal
f) While at the local mission school, the American Congregationalist missionary Reverend C.S Pixley took interest in him.
g) He therefore arranged for him to go to Mount Herman School in Massachusetts in USA for studies.
h) He attended Columbia University in New York where he graduated with Bachelor of Arts degree.
i) He also joined Oxford and he attained masters of law.
j) He made a memorable speech at Columbia  university in 1906 “ The regeneration of Africa”
k) This speech won him the university’s highest oratorical honour and even a medal
l) Pixley Seme was invited to the middle Temple bar in London on the issues of creation of the act of union of 1910.
m) In 1909 he followed deliberations about the union of South African bill in London.
n) This Bill proposed the framework for the establishment of the Union of South Africa.
o) He negatively rejected the idea of the union.
p) He founded the president of the African National Congress.
q) He was remembered for having advocated for African rights.
r) He bitterly resisted the Native Union whose intentions were to exclude South Africans from social, political and economic affairs.
s) For example- employment, mines and politics etc.
t) His message inspired Africans to rebel against the whites e.g. the Bamatha rebellion of 1906.
u) He founded the South African native national congress in Bloemfontein in 1912.
v) He founded a newspaper called Abantu Baho with financial aid from Swaziland.
w) In 1935 Pixley Seme and other members of ANC had become aware of the need to coordinate the African opposition to the Hertzog BMS,
x) He joined prof. D.D.T Jabavu in convening the first meeting in Bloemfontein in 1935.
y)  Served as a member of African claims committee of 1943
z) In 1926 he travelled to England with the Swazi monarch Solhuza II to England to appeal a land dispute against South Africa.
aa) In 1934 he was becoming unpopular thus a need to remove him from the work of ANC (presidency).
ab) In 1937 Pixley Seme was replaced with  Mah abane
ac) This marked the end of Seme’s contribution to the politics of South Africa.
ad) He returned to his law practice as his license had be restored.
ae) For much of the 1940’s he worked as an attorney with offices in Johannesburg.
af) Seme died in 1951.
