· Over taxed their subjects eg King Solomn
· Practiced adultery – King David committed adultery with Basheba; Uriah’s wife
· Became proud and arrogant for example King David carried out a census against Gods’ will.
· Tolerated idol worship and others introduced the worship of foreign goods eg King Solomn, Ahab etc.
· Some refused to adhere to Gods’ instructions like Moses who struck the rock twice. God punished him by not reaching the Promised Land.
· King Solomon sold part of the Kingdoms’ land just to pay debts to the King of Tyre.
· Practiced polygamy which was against Israel’s leadership code eg Solomon who had 700 wives and 300 concubines.

· Monogamy reduces the spread of diseases eg Aids.

· St Paul advises Timothy the church minister that every man should have only one wife.

· Monogamy enhances joy and deep relationship between the married, hence less administrative problems in a home.

· The women relatives had a small share of bride wealth for a daughter compared to the male relatives.

· Women were regarded as a source of misfortune/ bad omen in the society?
· Women were subjected to food taboos eg eggs, inner, chicken etc were meant for men only.
· Naturally men headed families, women were expected to obey and follow men’s decisions
· A woman caught committing adultery was punished severely while a man was set free.
· Men had a right to have many  wives as they wished without considering the feelings of the wives breedly at home.
· In inheritance of the property in the family, was for the man and boys, women and girls were barred from inheriting any property.
· Women were traded for items eg goats, cattle, and food stuffs in meeting requirements for bride wealth.
· There was less compensation paid for the murder of a woman than for a murder of a man
· Women were forced into marriage against their will.
·  Men could make all decisions about submission.
· Children belonged to the man and in case of divorce a woman had to leave all to children with their father.

12. (a) Explain the reasons for increasing cases of fornication today?
· The desire to prove manhood or womanhood among the young people.
· Failure by parents to meet the basic needs of life for their children.
· Girls fear to be rejected by their lovers who always demand sex to prove love and commitment.
· Others indulge in fornication to test for fertility, as no one loves to marry un productive woman.
· The idea of practice makes perfect, just to get experience.
· Influence of pornographic literature like blue movies etc leading to the practice of fornication.
· Existence of family planning methods such as pills, condoms etc which control pregnancies and Aids.
·  Peer group influence that influence each other into sex.

· Idleness and obsence talks especially on sex like in boarding secondary schools paves way for fornication.

(b) Give solutions to the problems of fornication
· The church, schools, parents & the community should teach the young these dangers of formication like acquiring STDS & unwanted pregnancies.
· There is a need to reduce the rate of permissiveness by the government and parents.
· Parents should guide and counsel their children against fornication.
· Again parents should try to control indecent dressing, should guide the young on the proper way of dressing.
· Basic principles of religion should be taught to the children so that the young grow fearing God.
· Parents should provide their children with the basic needs such as clothing, food, medical care school fees etc.
· The Government should control pornography through withdrawing licences to media houses and entertainment centres. Nude shows should be stopped.
· Parents should guide the young ones about their body changes.
· Sex education should be introduced in schools to empower children with the right knowledge about sex.
· Parents should try to understand and monitor the peer group their children associate with. Bad peer groups that may influence irresponsible sex should be discouraged.

· Settled disputes among themselves and the believers.
