		Having high reasoning skills can help in work, school, and interpersonal relationships. There are a variety of ways to change your reasoning skills for the better. Engage in activities that encourage critical thought, work on altering your thought patterns, and learn to recognize irrational thoughts. Keep trying new things. A great way to improve reasoning skills is to keep trying new things. The mind is like any other muscle. It requires exercise and stimulation. Make a point of trying out new hobbies and activities on a regular basis.
		Pick activities that are vastly different from one another. If you are already an outdoor enthusiast, instead of taking up hiking consider learning to crochet. If you are big into crafts and working with you your hands, consider trying to do crossword puzzles or Sudoku in your spare time.
Take classes if possible. Taking a pottery class or poetry class at a local community centre can be a fun way to challenge your brain and encourage you to try new things. Physical exercise actually has an effect on memory and thinking. Many studies indicate the parts of the brain responsible for thinking and reasoning is bigger in those who exercise regularly. Also, exercise reduces stress and anxiety and boosts mood, which can make it easier to concentrate and learn.
		Strive to incorporate regular physical activity into your day – today routine. This can lead to improvement in critical thinking. While researchers are still unsure if one form of exercise is better than another, some research indicates aerobic exercise is most helpful to mental stimulation. Daily journaling can actually help improve critical thinking skills. In addition to helping you revisit your day, journaling encourages reflection and thought. Writing is an active endeavor. It forces you to expand and explore your thoughts. Keeping a journal that details your day, your feelings, and anything you thought about throughout the day can make you a more introspective, aware person. This can lead to higher reasoning skills.
		Reading in general is great for improving critical thinking. However, fiction specifically can allow you to be more comfortable with uncertainty and ambiguity. This can lead to more sophisticated thinking as well as more creativity. There are a variety of games that require you to reason. Strategic board games, like chess, word games all help reasoning skills. Look for board games that rely on more than just look. Forcing yourself to create on a regular basis can improve reasoning skills. You don’t necessarily have to be highly adept at a creative activity but forcing the mind to try new things can increase reasoning skills. Focus on larger goals at work or school.
		Where do you want to be in five years? Two years? One year? How are your current actions serving this goal? Do your actions make sense reasonably given your larger purpose? Answering these questions can help you improve your reasoning skills. Try to make sure your actions are actually serving some purpose. Oftentimes, people get caught up in the idea something has to be done in a particular way or they have to follow a particular path. Actions then become unreasonable. Try to keep the end in mind when you take a certain action. Identify your biases.
Everyone has biases, whether they are aware of them or not. If you  want to improve reasoning skills, try to identify your biases.
		Consider the implications of your options. Each time you make a choice, there are consequences. A good way to improve reasoning skills is to make a point of stopping to consider those consequences on a conscious level. Use your imagination. Before making a choice in a given situation, pause to imagine a variety of possible outcomes. How do you feel about these outcomes? What is the worst case scenario? What is reasonably most likely to happen? Why?
Also, do not neglect to consider the viewpoints of others affected by your decision. This can help you explore your decision through a variety of angles. Watch for over- generalizations. Many people over generalize without realizing it. This is toxic to rational thinking. Try to be aware of any over-generalizations you may make in day-today life. Filtering out positive is a thought pattern in which too much focus is placed on the bad aspects of a situation. If twenty good things happen in a day followed by one bad thing, you may focus entirely on the negative.
	Do not make assumptions. People make assumptions about all kinds of situations. This can lead to unreasonable thinking. Strive to be aware of any assumptions you make. Sometimes people engage in mind – reading. That is, you make assumptions about what others think of your situation. In reality, it is impossible to know what another person is thinking without asking . For example, you find yourself thinking, “I bet everyone thought I was an idiot in that meeting” or “I bet that co-worker thinks I talk too much”. If you notice yourself engaging in such thoughts, try to remind yourself that you are probably not as good as reading people’s opinions as you think you are.

	I did most of the domestic work because my sister and brother were still too small. My uncles were considered too big. I woke up at 4.30 in the morning to make fire in a brazier formed out of an old lavatory bucket. I washed, made breakfast coffee for the family and tea for grandmother as she did not take coffee.
	After morning coffee, which we often had with mealie-meal porridge from the previous night’s left-overs, we went to school. Back fromschool I had toclean the house as Aunt Dora and Grandmother did the white people’s washing all day. Fire had to be made, meat had to be bought from an Indian butchery in the Asiatic Reserve. We were so many in the family that I had to cook porridge twice in the same big pot. We hardly ever bought more than a pound of mutton in weight. Weekdays supper was very simple: just porridge and meat. When there was no money we fried tomatoes. We never atevegetables except on Sundays. We never had butter except when we had a visitor from Johannesburg. Same with custard. And then I don’t remember ever seeing a pound of butter. We bought a tickey’s – three pence worth – when we did. On such days we, the children, made a queue to have grandmother smear a thin layer of butter on one sliceof the bread.
	At breakfast bread was cut up. The grown-ups were given theirs first in saucers. Then I rationed the remainder in slices and bits of slices. Our youngest uncle, not much older than I, picked his first , which was the greatest quantity. Then I followed, and my brother and then my sister. We ate supper out of the same plate, we children; and meat was divided up into varying size and the ritual was repeated. We never sat at table. Only a visitor was treated to such modern ideas. 
	OnMonday mornings, at about four o’clock, I started off for the suburbs to fetch washing for Aunt Dora. Thursday and Friday afternoons I had to take back the washing. If I was lucky enough I borrowed a bicycle from a tenant of ours. If I couldn’t get the bicycle for the morning or afternoon I carried the bundles on my head and walkedabout seven miles for a single journey. 
	When I came back I went to school. I could never do my homework until about ten o’clock at night when I had washed up and everybody else had gone to bed.
